1. Be sure to cut cable ends cleanly prior to inserting into
adjuster. Recommended cutters, H.K. Porter cable cutter cat.
No. O690TN or Klein all purpose shears cat. No. 1104.

2. Carefully insert cable straight into tapered end.

3. DO NOT FORCE CABLE INTO ADJUSTER. If cable does not
insert easily or becomes jammed during insertion, use the
release tool provided to remove cable, trim end again and
repeat process. DO NOT ALLOW CABLE TO BEND BELOW BOTTOM
OF ADJUSTER.

Ensure that all connections are properly matched, capped,
and tucked into fixture wiring cavity.

Confirm fixtures are level; if not, make fine adjustments as required. Adjust height by lifting fixture to release
pendant pipe welded plate from orientation tabs of pendant mount bracket. Rotate pendant pipe clockwise to
raise fixture and counter—clockwise to lower fixture. Lower fixture on to pendant mount bracket ensuring
pendant pipe welded plate is between orientation tabs.

@Secure fixtures together using hardware supplied in joint kit. Ensure star washers face crossplate.

Confirm fixtures are level; if not, make fine adjustments as required (See supplied "Thrive Mount @ End”
instructions). Adjust height by lifting fixture to release pendant pipe welded plate from orientation tabs of pendant
mount bracket. Rotate pendant pipe clockwise to raise fixture and counter—clockwise to lower fixture. Lower fixture
on to pendant mount bracket ensuring pendant pipe welded plate is between orientation tabs.
